	Reading
In Reading, Grade 5/6s are focusing on reading and analysing persuasive texts.
They will be:
· Analysing text structures
· Looking at different language features
· Reading imaginative, informative and persuasive texts
· Using comprehension strategies to analyse information
· Interpreting structures of texts
· Applying appropriate text processing strategies, including monitoring meaning, skimming and scanning 
· Using comprehension strategies to analyse information
· Linking ideas from a variety of print and digital sources

	Writing
In Writing, Grade 5/6s are focusing on Persuasive Writing.
They will be:
· Writing and generating ideas
· Learning of structure and language features in persuasive texts
· Incorporating persuasive devices in their  writing
· Planning, drafting, editing and publishing pieces of writing
· Having the opportunity to present their pieces to the class

	Maths 
In Maths, Grade 5/6s are focusing on:
· Number and Algebra
·  Place Value
·  Probability
·  Shape

	Integrated Studies 
In Integrated Studies, Grade 5/6s are focusing on Civics & Citizenship.
They will be:
· Exploring a system of government and how they can be different
· Identifying Australia's system of government and how it operates
· Researching Australian parliament and how they process laws and bills

	Well Being:
In Wellbeing this term, Grade 5/6s are focussing on The Zones of Regulation.
