About Our School

School context

Fawkner Primary School is situated in the northern suburbs of Melbourne, 12km from the CBD, in
the City of Merri-Bek. In 2024, we began the year with an enrolment of approximately 260
students, slightly down from our projection.

We had the equivalent of 18.1 full-time teachers and the equivalent of 10 non-teaching Education
Support staff. Our 2024 School Family Occupation & Education (SFOE) was in the Medium value
range of 0.4340. In 2024, we had 77% of students with English as an additional language.

We are a highly respected school within our community, which recognises that the school places
special emphasis on providing a supporting and nurturing environment, combined with an
emphasis on reading, writing and mathematics, while offering a wide variety of specialist classes,
in 2024 being Physical Education, STEM, Italian and The Arts. A key to our success is to develop
positive relationships with all children and their families. As a small school, we can get to know all
our children, and we encourage them to get to know us.

Our emphasis on reading and language skill acquisition has proven very successful with
continued positive results in all Language areas evident. The school strongly believes that reading
is the key to successful learning, so we operate several specific Reading initiatives such as Little
Learners Love Literacy, Wushka, Sound Waves and associated support programs while
successfully incorporating language skills into all our programs. We also are involved in the
Victorian High Ability Program, where several of our students take part in online extra-curricular
studies, working with other high-achieving students across Victoria.

The school has an extremely rich digital technology environment with all our children having
access to an array of laptops, iPads, robotics programs, video production equipment and
associated hardware so all our children are heavily involved in learning how to use technology to
improve their educational skills. We view the equipment as being modern tools that our children
use to enhance their engagement, skills and knowledge.

In 2024, we continued to supply a Chromebook to every child from Grade 3-6 for their exclusive
use while they are at our school. We also supply laptops, Chromebooks and iPads across the rest
of the school.

The school has developed a comprehensive Personal Development and social skills program that
combines Respectful Relationships, Zones of Regulation and the Berry Street Education Model.
This operates from Grade Foundation-6, concentrating on improving the knowledge and decision-
making in personal growth, being inclusive, environmental awareness and generally helping
children learn how to make positive lifestyle choices.

Progress towards strategic goals, student outcomes and student
engagement

Learning

2024 was another very successful year. The school has continued to excel in academic
assessments, with our Teacher Judgement assessments being close to similar schools in both
English and Maths. Our staff enjoyed and further enhanced their understanding of the Launch,
Explore, Summarise approach to teaching problem-solving in Mathematics. Supported by our
Numeracy consultant, Peter Sullivan. This learning updated and enhanced our instructional
model, along with extensive revisions to our planning materials. Our Professional Learning
Community (PLC) Team worked closely with regional staff to gain further insight into the process.
This team then began onboarding staff across the school into the model.

Our NAPLAN results were varied, however, our results in Relative Growth in Year 5 students for
Reading were very positive, with 34% of Year 5 students with High Growth, eclipsing similar
schools and the state average. In Numeracy, our results are at 23%, comparable with both similar
schools and the state average.

Our Parent Opinion Survey and Staff Opinion Survey continue to be in the top bracket in the
state. The Parent Opinion Survey had extremely positive results across all domains, with most
areas being well above state averages, including:

¢ 99% positive endorsement for "Student connectedness" compared to the state average of
86%

¢ 97% positive endorsement for "Respect for diversity" compared to the state average of
87%

¢ 96% positive endorsement of "Confidence and resiliency skills" compared to the state
average of 83%

¢ 90% positive endorsement for "Managing bullying" compared to the state average of 77%

These figures clearly demonstrate that our community has confidence in our staff to deliver a
quality education to their children. Similarly, our School Staff Survey of positive endorsement was
above the state average in most areas. Teaching and support staff overwhelmingly endorsed the
significant work done by all staff in all areas of the school. We believe these data sets are
evidence of the wonderful learning environment and quality of teaching that exists in our school.
We believe that the extremely high Parent Opinion results accurately reflect our community's
respect for our school and our staff, who appreciate that we always have the best interest of each
child at the heart of everything we do, every day, at Fawkner P.S. We believe that parents greatly
respect that we work extremely hard on our core role of educating the children. We believe that
being a small school, we are very good at getting to know each child and being able to cater to
every child's individual needs. Having staff of the highest calibre ensures a calm, friendly, child-
centred learning environment that enables high-quality teaching and learning.

Wellbeing

As in previous years, ensuring the social, emotional and physical wellbeing of families, children
and staff became the school's most important priority.

The Grade 4-6 Student Survey was very positive, with many measures being above state
averages including:

¢ 86% positive endorsement for “Managing bullying” compared to the state average of 75%

e 87% positive endorsement for “Sense of confidence” compared to the state average of
77%

o 97% positive endorsement for “School stage transition — new students” compared to the
state average of 79%

Our children are happy to attend school and are highly engaged. They enjoy positive relationships
with the school staff and the other children in a safe, secure environment. Our parents strongly
believe our school caters to the wellbeing needs of their children.

Our school is dedicated to ensuring the health and safety of all our stakeholders, incorporating
various wellbeing initiatives such as Resilience, Rights and Respectful Relationships, Zones of
Regulation and the Berry St Education Model. As an original pilot school for the Mental Health in
Primary Schools (MHiPS) program, we have continued provide ongoing support to our staff,
students and families. Our lunchtime clubs program continued to evolve, reflecting student
interests and promoting a sense of community and engagement. We also employed a Disability
Inclusion Coordinator in 2024 to help target and triage wellbeing concerns and provide additional
small group Social Emotional Learning sessions to further progress in this space.

Engagement

Our Parent Opinion Survey and Staff Opinion Surveys continue to be in the top bracket in the
state and demonstrate that our community believes we have high levels of positive engagement
with our students. This was again evident in 2024. We believe these data sets are evidence of the
wonderful learning environment and quality of teaching that exists in our school. The extremely
positive Parent Opinion Survey data demonstrates that parents believe their children are happy,
feel safe and are highly engaged in a high-quality learning environment. Our Student Surveys
demonstrate that our students are eager to engage, and happy to attend and be immersed in their
learning. Our Student Surveys demonstrate that our students are eager to engage, and happy to
attend and be immersed in their learning.

Our attendance data was again strong, with 28% of students achieving 95% or above attendance.
This result is better than similar schools (27%) and above the average for schools in the state
(26%). We are continuing to follow up with families regarding unexplained absences, attendance
plans and discussions with individual families to deter long family holidays within the school term,
which contribute to this absence data. Large amounts of overseas holidays taken by our
community who have family overseas has a significant impact on our school data. Having a high
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Fawkner Primary School

population of Muslim students also means higher absences during celebrations such as Ramadan
and EID, which continue to impact on our attendance data. While this impacts the statistics, we
believe this does not accurately reflect the high levels of engagement that exist while the children
are at school. We continue to encourage attendance via whole-school attendance competitions,
positive encouragement, class and individual awards, house points, involvement in exciting
events, daily immersion in engaging curriculum etc. Teachers utilise Class Dojo as a positive
behaviour reward system, where students earn points by demonstrating school values etc.
Lunchtime Clubs are also a key component in supporting student engagement.

We continue to be a strong participant in the Mental Health in Primary Schools program with an
emphasis on engagement, student voice and consistency of practice in dealing with student
welfare issues. We believe involvement in this has further enhanced our engagement across the
school.

Other highlights from the school year

In 2024, Fawkner Primary School continued to thrive, hosting numerous successful extracurricular
activities and implementing key infrastructure improvements.

The completion of our new school classroom building at the beginning of 2024, has provided
contemporary learning spaces that ensure that our children are learning in modern, well-resourced
spaces that further enhance the sense of belonging and positive participation in our school. As
part of the Buildings and Maintenance program there have been multiple spaces refurbished to
maintain and modernise facilities. The incorporation of new pavement markings within the school
grounds provided the students with options to facilitate outdoor learning and build friendships.

A major highlight in 2024 was the Year 5/6 school camp. All staff and students returned with
several positive stories and experiences. The ability to share some of the experiences with
parents via Class Dojo was overwhelmingly successful.

Our commitment to promoting water safety and physical activity was evident through the free
swimming program hosted by the school. With the support of Bunnings & Pascoe Vale Rotary, we
were able to enhance student experiences with the implementation of a school gardening
program.

We were dedicated to supporting Food Bank, who support us via providing Breakfast Club and
fruit supplies. We held our very first ‘Food Fight’ fundraiser, which was enjoyable for all staff,
students and families. We foster positive relationships with our community by hosting multiple
whole-school events throughout the year, including Harmony Day celebrations, a whole-school
tabloid sports carnival and our very successful Family Night.

We continue to develop our school leaders through a variety of opportunities. Our School
Captains and House Captains participated in the National Young Leaders Day, where they
connected with other young leaders across the state, hearing stories from highly successful
people regarding their leadership journey.

Overall, we are proud of the accomplishments and commitment of our students, staff, and broader
school community and look forward to continuing our journey of excellence in the years to come.

Financial performance

Fawkner Primary School has maintained its financial position throughout 2024. The surplus funds
in the HYIA account will be used to fund the shortfall in funding we are expecting in 2025. The
school received $155,653 in Equity Funding in 2024, which we used to employ an additional
teacher to reduce the class sizes in the Grade 1/2 area, employ extra education support staff in
the classrooms and fund the provision of extra iPads for the students to use. In 2024, only 13.9%
of families paid the Voluntary Contributions to support the school, which is consistent with the
downward trend since 2021.

We have used our Equity funding wisely, ensuring that funds are put to maximum use to
complement our existing programs and ensuring human resources are utilised to best effect. We
are also committed to providing quality training and growth opportunities for our staff in the belief
that whatever is invested in our staff is returned in quality teaching for our students.

We continued to run our before and after-school care program via TheirCare. To supply this
essential program, we received a grant to support the before-school component. TheirCare
supports all students requiring after-hours care and the ability to support families during curriculum
days.
