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What we are learning this Term:

In Literacy, Foundation students will be learning to:

·listen to and respond to fiction and non-fiction texts
·identify and name features of a fiction and non-fiction text
·continue to read decodable books daily 
·participate in whole class and small group discussions to build on
their speaking and listening skills
·segment and blend the sounds together when decoding new words
·develop comprehension skills by discussing our thinking, eg; main
idea, making predictions, inferring, retelling
·form letters and numbers correctly in terms of size and shape
·use their knowledge of letters sounds and words to convey ideas in
their writing

use basic punctuation including full stops, capital letters and
spaces between words when constructing a simple sentence
reread and edit writing to make improvements

Maths
In Maths, Foundation students will be learning to:                                                    
·continue to count to 20 and beyond, forwards and backwards and
from different starting points
·compare collections of at least 20
·develop a range of strategies for addition and subtractions problems
·use concrete materials and pictures to add and subtract small
numbers
·answer yes/no questions to collect information and data
·experiment with different ways to present data
·interpret simple graphs, eg. How many students in our class?
·understand what ‘equal’ and ‘share fairly’ means    
·represent practical situations that involve equal sharing and grouping
-directly compare the mass and capacity of common objects using the
appropriate language, eg. heavy, light, heavier, lighter, heaviest,
lightest      



Integrated Studies

In Wellbeing this term, our Foundation students will be exploring
Topics 4 and 5 of the Respectful Relationships programs, which will
focus on building important social and emotional skills. 

Topic 4: Problem Solving
 Students will learn how to manage everyday challenges, such as
disagreements with friends, in positive and respectful ways. They will
be introduced to different strategies to solve problems and practise
how to respond thoughtfully to tricky situations.

Topic 5: Stress Management
 Students will learn to understand their feelings and what to do when
they feel upset or overwhelmed. They will practise ways to calm down
and feel better, which helps build their confidence and emotional
strength.

E-Safety will also be a focus in term 4. Foundation students will
investigate how to be safe, kind, and careful when using technology
and the internet.

need to be taken care of.
