What are we
learning?

Literacy

In Literacy, Foundation students will be learning to:
listen to and respond to fiction and non-fiction text
participate in whole class and small group discussion
read independently each day using decodable books
segment and blend sounds when reading cvc, ccvc, cvcc words
ask questions when reading to assist understanding (Who, What, When, Where, Why)
identify the sequence of events in a text - What happened at the beginning, middle and end of a story.
continue to write uppercase and lowercase letters on a solid line using correct letter formation 
use letters they know to record sounds that they hear in words
include Heart Words, double ll, ss, ff consonant words, plurals, cvc, ccvc, cvcc words and digraphs in
writing
use adjectives to describe a noun in my writing 
start a sentence with a capital letter, leave spaces between words and end with a full stop

Maths

In Maths, Foundation students will be learning to:
count from a number other than 1
ordering numbers to 20 and beyond
identify the number before or after a given number to 20, without counting by 1s
use subitising to compare and order small collections
make combinations to form numbers up to 10 by partitioning (breaking apart) and combining
use manipulatives to complete addition and subtraction number stories 
use accurate language to describe the location of something (e.g ‘inside’, ‘underneath’, ‘next to’, ‘behind’
use accurate locational language to describe the position/location of myself or an object in relation to
something else (e.g “I am next to the table”)

Integrated 

In Integrated, Foundation students will be learning to:
observe and investigate how daily and seasonal changes affect us
investigate how people, animals and plants change depending on the time of day and/or the seasons
observe and record daily weather patterns
investigate what materials provide shelter and protection from changing weather
design and make a sun shelter for a frog

Wellbeing

As per the Department of Education guidelines and the Victorian Curriculum, our school will be teaching
Topic 8 of Respectful Relationships called ‘Positive Gender Relations’ in Term 3. Students learn that respect
can take on many different forms, and that everybody should be respected regardless of their religion,
race, gender or identity. We help our students learn about how a lack of respect can sometimes lead to
negative outcomes. Please note that we always ensure that our students are comfortable with whatever
we are studying and we adjust the curriculum to suit our community’s needs.
