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What we are learning this Term:

In Literacy, 1/2s will be focussing on:

building their reading stamina when independent reading
comparing Fiction and Non-Fiction text by recognising the features of
each type of text
using their prior knowledge to help them understand new texts
making predictions before and during reading texts
being able to retell important parts of a text
learning new sounds and using these sounds to help us recognise and
write new words
using simple punctuation in the correct place
identifying and defining parts of speech
writing a recount text with correct features

Reading

Maths

In Maths, 1/2s will be focussing on:

recognising and representing numbers
naming and making numbers 1-20 using bundles
partitioning 2-digit numbers into tens and ones
comparing and ordering 2-digit numbers
placing 2-digit numbers on a number line
naming and recording 3-digit numbers
reading, making and ordering 3-digit numbers
partitioning and renaming 3-digit numbers
locating and placing 3-digit numbers on a number line
comparing and ordering numbers on a number line
estimating, measuring using informal units, ordering, language

estimating, measuring using uniform informal units



  Students will explore what makes humans living things and how our bodies
help us stay healthy. They will identify major external body parts,
investigate the five senses through hands-on activities, and learn to match
body parts to their functions. 

Students will practise making predictions, recording observations and
sharing their ideas using simple scientific language. The unit will conclude
with a project where students showcase their understanding of a chosen
body part.

Integrated Studies

In Wellbeing, 1/2s will be focussing on:

understanding the blue, green, yellow and red Zones of Regulation
recognising some emotions that we or others may feel in the blue,
green, yellow and red zones
using tools to help us regulate our emotions
identifying when we are ready to learn
understanding what an expected and unexpected behaviours look like.
recognising what Esafety is and how to be safe online
