What we are learning this Term:

In Literacy, F/1 students will be learning to:

-read and write a variety of sounds

-blend sounds to read words

-segment sounds to write words

‘manipulate sounds to make new words

listen for rhyming words, syllables and sounds
-hold a pencil correctly

-read with a partner

-identify the parts of a book

-understand the parts of a sentence (noun & verb)
-speak in complete sentences

In Maths, F/1 students will be learning to:

-count forwards to 20 and beyond

-identify the numerals 0-10 and beyond

‘match a number to a quantity

-subitise small collections of objects

-order daily events morning, afternoon, night

‘name the Days of the Week

-sequence the Days of the Week and times of the day, and connect
them to familiar events

-compare the lengths of objects and describe them as longer or
shorter

-describe and name 2D shapes




Integrated Studies ‘:‘

Throughout the unit Me and My Friends. F/1 students will learn to:

-talk about who they are, including their interests, strengths and
feelings

-recognise and name different emotions in themselves and others
using faces, body language and simple stories.

-explore strategies for calming down, building independence and
identifying their personal strengths using the Zones of Regulation
-learn what it means to be a good friend and how to include others
-practise caring behaviours and teamwork skills through role-plays
and collaborative activities
